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Proposed Visual Mitigation Measures

CM1  Topsoil, where identified, should be stripped
and stored for re-use in the construction
of the soft landscape works, where practical.

CM2 Existing trees to be retained on site should be
carefully protected during construction

CM3 Trees unavoidably affected by the works
should be transplanted where practical

CM4 Compensatory tree planting should be
provided to compensate for felled trees

CM5 Control of night-time lighting

CM6 Erection of decorative screen hoarding
compatible with the surrounding setting

OM1  Aesthetic design of the fagade/ chimneys/
noise barriers and associated structures
to harmonize with the surrounding settings

OM2 Aesthetic design of landscaped roof
OM3 Tree and shrub planting to enhance amenity

OM4 Reinstated of disturbed area
